i) Applicants should be academic staff from Makerere University and other Public Universities in Uganda.

ii) An Honours undergraduate degree in Information Systems or a related field from a recognised university. 

iii) A Masters degree in Information Systems or a related field from a recognised university. 

iv) Applications should be accompanied with a short synopsis of the intended research topic.
v) Applicants should not be more than 45 years at the time of application.
vi) Female applicants are strongly encouraged to apply.
