APPLICATION AND ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR THE SCHOLARSHIPS
CATEGORY A: PhD SCHOLARSHIPS FOR STAFF FROM GULU/MAKERERE UNIVERSITY
Funding is available for three (3) Ph.D Scholarships targeting staff from Gulu and Makerere Universities in Uganda. 
Of the three PhD scholarships 2 are tenable at Makerere University and one is tenable at BOTH Makerere and Krolinska Instituet in Sweden (Sandwich). The general admission requirements of Makerere University will apply, however, other eligibility requirements include:
1. Possession of a Masters degree in the relevant discipline. For the PhDs in Midwifery candidates must have a Masters degree in Nursing/Midwifery/Public Health/Clinical Epidemiology.
2.       For the other PhD: the candidate must possess any of the following: Masters Degree in Nursing/Midwifery/Public Health/Clinical Epidemiology/ Obstetrics & Gyanecology; Paediatrics and Child Health.

3.       Should have a valid practicing license with the relevant professional body.

4.       Appointment (contract or permanent) with Makerere University or Gulu University is an added advantage.

5.       Publication in a peer reviewed journal; clinical/district/ experience is an added advantage

6.       Preferably less than 45 years of age

7.       Half the candidates will be women
In addition the candidate need to submit:
i) A motivational letter 
ii) Evidence of employment at the partner public University 

iii) Evidence of study leave from the employing university (if applicable) 

There is an age limit: preferably not exceeding 45 years (Females 50 years) at the time of application. Female applicants are encouraged to apply and previous experience and knowledge in field of study will be an added advantage
CATERGORY B: MASTER DEGREE SCHOLARSHIPS FOR STAFF FROM GULU UNIVERSITY (6 SCHOLARSHIPS)
Staff development scholarships are available for Master Degree programmes in Midwifery tenable at Makerere University College of Health Sciences in Uganda starting Academic year 2015/2016. The general application requirements of Makerere University will apply.

3.       Willingness to serve in Gulu or Makerere Universities
